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FR. ANDREW’S MESSAGE

My beloved brethren in Christ,

“Then He healed many who were sick with various diseases, and cast out many demons; and He did not allow the demons to
speak, because they knew Him. Now in the morning, having risen a long while before daylight, He went out and departed to
a solitary place; and there He prayed.” — Mark 1:34-35

“However, the report went around concerning Him all the more; and great multitudes came together to hear, and to be
healed by Him of their infirmities. So He Himself often withdrew into the wilderness and prayed.” — Luke 5:15-16

“Then they came to a place which was named Gethsemane; and He said to His disciples, ‘Sit here while I pray.’” — Mark
4:32

The priority of Jesus’ solitude and silence is everywhere in the Gospels. There were many times when our Lord needed a
brief pause, a little distance, from everyone and everything. It’s how he began his ministry. It’s how he made important
decisions. It’s how he dealt with troubling emotions like grief. It’s how he dealt with the constant demands of his ministry
and cared for his soul. It’s how he prepared for his death on the cross.

Over the last 4 years or so, | have been feeling a heavier burden than usual, and it has impacted me in a very tangible way. If
I may share a quote that has been very much on my mind and in my heart over this time period: “I feel I need a holiday, ... |
feel all thin, sort of stretched, if you know what [ mean: like butter that has been scraped over too much bread. That can't be
right.” — J. R. R. Tolkien, The Fellowship of the Ring

The time has come for me to acknowledge that I need a bit of a pause, a little bit of distance, to dedicate some time for me;
to get re-acquainted with those things that put me on the path I am on, and have led me on that path until now. Basically, I
need a little bit of time of withdrawal, silence, and prayer, so that I can re-center myself and be able to continue on in my
ministry to the Church, and to this community.

There has always been a “benefit” listed by the Archdiocese among all those that the parishes are expected to provide for
their priests, which states that after every 6 consecutive years that a priest serves the same community, he is entitled to take a
3 month sabbatical, if he feels the need to. To help facilitate this option, the Archdiocese formed a committee and asked
them to put a program together to help the clergy of the Archdiocese be able to make use of this more easily. The committee
launched this program earlier this year, and I decided to give it a try. I submitted the rather extensive application, and was
notified a few weeks ago that I was 1 of 3 applicants selected to receive the help from the Archdiocese to make this a reality.
This was done at the encouragement of both our Metropolitan and my brother clergy, with whom I had been sharing my
feelings and burdens.

So, I am formally announcing to all of you that from July 4—October 4 of 2026, I will be taking a sabbatical. This was a
very difficult decision for me to make, but it is also a necessary one for my own well-being and for the future of my ministry
with all of you. I am currently in the process of helping our Metropolitan and the Committee to find a suitable replacement to
cover the needs of the parish, and to provide the liturgical and pastoral continuity for all of you while I am away.

I will provide more details as they become available over the next several months. I ask that you keep me in your prayers
during this time (and always for that matter). The last 20 years that we have spent together here at the York community have
been a true blessing for myself and my family, and I want us to have many more years together, continuing to grow in our
faith, preaching the Gospel, and transforming our lives and our community to be a beacon of our Lord’s love, truth and
salvation to all who seek Him.

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THE VOICE OF OUR FAITH

ON THE COVER—STS. SERGIUS AND BACCHUS: OCTOBER 7

These military saints suffered for Christ around the year 303 AD during the persecutions of the Roman emperor Maximian.

Saints Bacchus and Sergius were appointed to high ranking military positions by the emperor, and were Christians in secret.
Envious people denounced them to the emperor, informing him that his two trusted counsellors did not honor the pagan gods.

The emperor, wanting to see the truth of this accusation for himself, ordered Bacchus and Sergius to offer sacrifices to the pagan
idols, but they boldly confessed that they only worshiped the One True God Jesus Christ.

The infuriated Maximian first commanded that the martyrs be stripped of their military insignia (belts, gold pendants, and rings).
To humiliate them further, he had them dressed in feminine clothing and chained by their necks, and paraded them around the
marketplace.

The emperor then commanded that they be sent to the governor of the eastern part of Syria, Antiochus, a fierce hater and torturer
of Christians. When the Saints stood before him, they were not overcome, neither by the flatteries nor by the threats of the tyrant.

For this reason, St Sergius was sent to a prison cell, while St Bacchus was beaten without mercy with raw ox-hide. Having been
beaten for a long time, St Bacchus delivered his soul into the hands of God.

St Sergius was then taken from his cell to suffer torture. His feet were nailed into iron shoes, and with these he was forced to run
great distances while his feet bled profusely. Finally, St Sergius received his crown of martyrdom by beheading.

Not long after their martyrdom, Christianity was legalized and enshrined in the Roman Empire by the Emperor St Constantine the
Great. By the 5th century, Saints Bacchus and Sergius were venerated as protectors of the Byzantine army.

A church was dedicated to them in Constantinople in 527 AD by the Emperor St Justinian the Great.

ALL THE WORLD HAS YOU ITS MIGHTY CHAMPION—DCN. THOMAS SHELLEY

Six months ago, on the second day of our February festival the community was traumatized by a tragedy which took place a UPMC
Memorial Hospital. A house of healing was transformed into a hallway of horror when a gunman took hostages, using one as a
human shield as he attempted to flee.

... ... ... ... ...

The situation ended with a barrage of police gunfire. The threat was neutralized, the hostage escaped, but the cross fire tragically
cut down West York Borough Officer Andrew Duarte. He was the first York County law enforcement Officer to offer the supreme
sacrifice due to gunfire in over half a century.

The horrors of that day have impacted our own church community. In our midst we have people who have worked—and who
continue to work—at UPMC; those who have been patients there; those who have visited loved ones there. The security measures
at area hospitals will be enduring reminders of that horrific morning.

But no one in the great York community has been more impacted than Officer Duarte’s mother.

In the months following this tragedy I have been blessed to meet Officer Duarte’s mother, Nancy, numerous times. Although she is
enduring the heartache that every parent fears as their worse nightmare she bears it with exemplary fortitude and grace.

Along this difficult road to recovery she publicly shared a list of moral principles handwritten by her deceased son:

“I am a warrior! I am part of a team! I will never quit! I will only accept victory. I will display professionalism at all tines. I will
conduct myself'in a highly ethical manner. I am committed to excellence. I always seek to improve myself.”

These principles convey many echoes of the prayers of exorcism and the petitions of the Sacrament of Baptism. With Nancy’s
permission I now share how I recast Andrew’s principles into an overtly Christian framework:

|‘ I am an enlisted as a soldier of Jesus Christ! I am part of His Body! I will never quit! I will only accept victory over sin, death, and

|‘ the Devil. I will display the fruits of the Spirit at all times. I will conduct myself as one whose thoughts are on things above. I am
committed to Theosis. I always seek to improve myself through Confession and Holy Communion. So help me God!

|‘ Toward the end of this month we Commemorate one of our great Martyred soldier-Saints, Demetrios the Myrrh-flowing.

|‘ May we keep these heroic principles in mind when we hear or when we sing:

All the world has you, its mighty champion, fortifying us in times of danger, and defeating our foes, O Victorious One. So, as you
humbled Lyaios’s arrogance by giving courage to Nestor in the stadium, thus, O holy Great-martyr Demetrios, to Christ our God
‘ pray fervently, beseeching Him to grant us His great mercy.
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ORTHODOX SPIRITUALITY: CHRIST & THE HOLY SPIRIT—FR. THOMAS HOPKO

Christian spirituality is centered in Christ. Jesus Christ is the divine Son of God who was born as a man of the Virgin Mary in order
to give man eternal life in communion with God His Father.

In Jesus Christ “the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily” (Col 2.9). In Him is the “fullness” of “grace and truth” (Jn 1.16—17) and
“all the fullness of God” (Col 1.19). When one sees and knows Jesus, one sees and knows God the Father (Jn 8.19, 14.7-9). When
one is in communion with Jesus, one is in abiding union with God (cf. Jn 17, Eph 2, Rom 8, 1 Jn 1).

The goal of human life is to be continually “in Christ.” When one is “in Christ,” according to Saint John, one does God’s will and
cannot sin.

“You know that He [Jesus] appeared to take away sins, and in Him there is no sin. No one who abides in Him sins; no
one who sins has either seen Him or knows Him. . .. he who does right is righteous, as He is righteous. . .. No one born
of God commits sin; for God’s nature abides in him, and he cannot sin because he is born of God. By this it may be seen
who are the children of God, and who are the children of the devil; whoever does not do right is not of God, nor he who
does not love his brother” (1 Jn 3.5—10).

Jesus Christ is “the Way, the Truth and the Life” (Jn 14.6). He speaks the words of God. He does the work of God. The person who
obeys Christ and follows His way and does what He does, loves God and accomplishes His will. To do this is the essence of
spiritual life. Jesus has come that we may be like Him and do in our own lives, by His grace, what He Himself has done.

“Truly, truly I say to you, He who believes in Me will also do the works that I do, and greater works than these will he
do, because I go to the Father” (Jn 14.12).

A person can abide in Christ, accomplish His commandments and be in communion with God the Father only by the presence and
power of the Holy Spirit in his life. Spiritual life is life in and by the Holy Spirit of God.

“If you love Me [says Christ], you will keep My commandments. And I will pray the Father, and He will give you
another Comforter to be with you forever, even the Spirit of Truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither
sees Him nor knows Him, you know Him, for He dwells with you and will be in you” (Jn 14.15-17).

“When the Spirit of Truth comes, He will guide you into all the truth. ... He will glorify Me, for He will take what is
Mine and declare it to you. All that the Father has is Mine .. .” (Jn 16.12-15).

The Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father and is sent into the world through Christ so that human persons can fulfill God’s will in
their lives and be like Christ. The spiritual fathers of the Orthodox Church say that the Holy Spirit makes people to be “christs,”
that is, the “anointed” children of God. This also is the teaching of the apostles in the New Testament writings:

“But you have been anointed by the Holy One and you know all things . .. and the unction [chrisma] you have received
from Him abides in you . . . His anointing teaches you about everything and is true and is no lie, just as it has taught you,
abide in Him. . .. And by this we know that He abides in us, by the Spirit which He has given us. . .. By this we know that
we abide in Him and He in us, because He has given us of His own Spirit” (1 Jn 2.20-27, 3.24, 4.13).

This teaching of Saint John is the same teaching as that of Saint Paul.

“ .. God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit which has been given to us. ... Any one who
does not have the Spirit of Christ does Christ does not belong to Him. But if Christ is in you, although your bodies are
dead because of sin, your spirits are alive because of righteousness. If the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead
dwells in you, He who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will give life to your mortal bodies also through His Spirit
which dwells in you . . . for if you live according to the flesh you will die, but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of
the body, you will live. For all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God” (Rom 5.5, 8.1t cf. 1 Cor 2, 6, 12-14;
Gal 5).

It is the classical teaching of the Orthodox Church, made popular in recent times by Saint Seraphim of Sarov (19th c.), that the very
essence of Christian spiritual life, the very essence of life itself, is the “acquisition of the Holy Spirit of God.” Without the Holy
Spirit, there is no true life for man.

“In spite of our sinfulness, in spite of the darkness surrounding our souls, the Grace of the Holy Spirit, conferred by
baptism in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, still shines in our hearts with the inextinguishable
light of Christ ... and when the sinner turns to the way of repentance the light smooths away every trace of the sins
committed, clothing the former sinner in the garments of incorruption, spun of the Grace of the Holy Spirit. It is this
acquisition of the Holy Spirit about which I have been speaking...” (Saint Seraphim of Sarov, Conversation with
Motovilov).
