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FR. ANDREW’S MESSAGE

My beloved brethren in Christ,

For the last several years, I have been noticing the need to help all of our faithful—those who have been Orthodox their entire lives,
those who are recent arrivals to the faith, and everyone in between—to be able to better understand how what we believe as
Orthodox Christians translates into how we are to live as Orthodox Christians. How our Ortho-doxy can truly become Ortho-praxi. I
have fielded many questions from our faithful, and have noticed a few things on my own that have led me to this revelation. So, |
have decided to introduce a new series as it were, to help all of us put our faith into practice. At this point, I feel that this would be
much more beneficial than to just try and come up with a letter every month in The Ladder from yours truly. Hopefully, these topics
will spark conversations along the way, which will benefit all of us. These offerings are offered in all humility and love, in order to
teach the proper way of living out our Orthodox Christian faith, and not to upset or offend anyone. May the Lord bless this journey.

Basic Church Etiquette and Protocol

St. Paul exhorts us, “Let all things be done decently and in order.” (1 Corinthians 14:40) Our God is not a God of chaos but of order,
and that order must permeate all that we do, especially with regards to our communal gatherings as the people of God. If there is
disorder in the Church, particularly during our worship, then that acts as a distraction and causes disruption in our worship. Having
said that, allow me to offer some basic guidelines as to how we should conduct ourselves during church services.

Timing

We have many demands on our finite time as human beings. This, unfortunately, spills into our spiritual lives as well, and many
people have a real issue with regards to church attendance. It becomes a chore, something “else” that we need to squeeze into our
limited time. This is a real problem, because it reveals that coming to the House of God to “be the church” has lost its primacy in
our lives. For this reason, it is of the utmost importance that we change this perspective. When we have our worldly responsibilities,
we do everything within our power to be punctual. None of us show up to our workplace an hour after we are supposed to be there,
and expect to keep our jobs for very long. None of us show up to a doctor’s appointment 45 minutes late and expect that the doctor
is just waiting there for us. None of us show up at the airport 30 minutes after our flight is scheduled to leave and expect to board
the plane to get to our destination. In fact, in many of these circumstances, we make every effort to get to where we need to be early.
Why is this not the case with the single-most important place we need to be, and the most important “appointment” we have? When
it comes to our presence at the divine services of the Church, why do we struggle so much to get there on time? It is a sign of
disrespect to our Lord, God and Savior Jesus Christ, when we try to guess what time we should get to Church in order to not miss
“the important stuff”’ ... the entire service is important, and we should all be present from the beginning until the very end. Coming
in late and leaving early causes a great disruption, and we are not following what St. Paul is teaching us we should do. On a more
official level, the Ninth Apostolic Canon forbids us to arrive late at the Divine Liturgy or to leave before the end of services. The
Canon states that those who do so are a “confusion” to others. There are actually a few canons from various Councils and Fathers
that reiterate this important aspect.

When in Church

Another important issue has to do with how we conduct ourselves while we are in church for worship. We are in the House of God,
not the local restaurant, our homes, or the office. Our behavior should reflect this reality. Our focus should be entirely directed to
what we are participating in and experiencing. Therefore, the distractions of the outside world need to be left behind. Our cell
phones should be off, or at the very least on silent mode. All conversations outside of the liturgical one we should be having with
God should also cease ... we have a coffee fellowship hour after Liturgy for a reason, it is there we can catch up with someone we
may not have seen in a bit, or for casual conversations. With regards to families with small children, if they are getting fussy, it is
OK to quietly exit the church and go to either the Narthex or nursery to calm them down. As far as those who do not have small
children, if we see something like that we should always be helpful and not giving sideways glances or “shushing” anyone .. After
all, it was our Lord Himself who said “Let the little children come to Me, and do not forbid them ...”

Presentation

I would like to say something about the way we present ourselves when we gather for worship. I am not talking about a “dress
code” for church, but just referencing that we should be bringing to the Lord the very best version of ourselves when we gather to
worship. As the living icons in the Church, we should reflect the icons of the saints that grace the walls of our churches and homes.
Some practical generalities without going too specific are that we should dress respectfully and conservatively, showing the proper
respect for our bodies when entering the House of God, and not in a way that is provocative and distracting. Apologies for saying
this ahead of time, but it is necessary to also point out that women’s makeup should be at a bare minimum, if used at all. Leaving
lipstick on the icons after venerating them, or on the Spoon from which we receive the Body and Blood of our Lord is improper to
say the least. Again, the emphasis here is to remember Whose House we are in and why we are there.

Lastly, let me stress once again, that it is not enough just to be physically present for Church services, but to be wholly present. Our
bodies, hearts and minds must be present and engaged in the task at hand, worshipping our God in person, completely focused on
Him, even if it is just for the limited time we are in Church. We tend to devote so little time to God throughout our lives, the least
we can do is give to Him our undivided attention when we do come together to worship as the Body of Christ, and to do all things
“decently and in order.”
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ON THE COVER—ST. NICEPHOROS OF ANTIOCH

This Martyr, who was from Antioch in Syria, contested during the reign of Gallienus, about the year 260. Through the working of
the evil one, his friendship with a certain Christian priest named Sapricius was turned to bitter hatred. Nicephoros, repenting of his
enmity, tried both through intermediaries and in person to be reconciled with Sapricius, but to no avail. Later, when the persecution
broke out under Valerian and Gallienus, Sapricius was seized as a Christian. When Saint Nicephoros learned that Sapricius had
been arrested by the pagans and was enduring torments for Christ, he sent intermediaries to Sapricius, begging his forgiveness; but
Sapricius would not forgive him. Later, as Sapricius was being taken to beheading, Nicephoros, hoping that Sapricius, at his end, in
such a holy hour, would at last forgive him, met him on the way, fell before him, and fervently asked his forgiveness; but Sapricius
forgave him not. Wherefore, though Sapricius had passed through many sufferings, and the crown of martyrdom was now awaiting
him, because he disdained the chief commandments of love and forgiveness, the grace of God, which had been strengthening him
in his torments, departed from him, and he told his executioners he would sacrifice. Nicephoros immediately confessed Christ
before them, and being himself beheaded, took the crown that Sapricius had cast away.

THE VOICE OF OUR FAITH

THE BRIGHT SADNESS OF THE SALUTATIONS—DEACON THOMAS SHELLEY

One of the more challenging mental and spiritual transitions from Western Christianity into Orthodoxy has been embracing the
Salutations to the Theotokos on the Friday evenings of Great Lent. In years when Great Lent begins well before the Great Feast of
the Annunciation—as with this year--the Salutations serve as excellent preparations for that Feast.

But the real challenge is that Western Christianity emphasizes Lenten Fridays as a time for special focus on Christ’s Passion. In
some traditions a prayer service called “The Stations of the Cross” is served on Friday afternoon or evening as an anticipation of
Great and Holy Friday.

But in Orthodox Christianity the intensity of Lent is “paused” at sundown Friday. The beginning of liturgical Saturday brings quite
literally a “lightening” of Lent: Purple Altar coverings are temporarily blanketed by gold; and wine and oil may be consumed
without breaking the Fast. These practices serve as external reminders that Lent is a time of “bright sadness”, as Fr. Alexander
Schmemann of blessed memory observed.

The lively, almost bouncing melody of the Canon of the Akathist brings to the ear joy akin to that which our eyes behold and our
mouths taste. It is a musical “lightening” of the season.

Yet those melodies convey words which connect us to the Stavro (cross) of Lenten Fridays; particularly on the first Friday of the
Fast when the Old Testament Lesson from Genesis recounts both the creation of Eve and of the disobedience of our first parents.

Consider these stanzas from the First Ode:

Rejoice, Virgin Bride of God, the restoration of Adam, the mortification of Hades.
Rejoice, completely unblemished One, the palace of the only King.
Rejoice, fiery throne of the Sovereign of all.

Rejoice, treasury of purity, through whom we have risen from our fall.
Rejoice, O Lady, sweet-smelling lily that sends forth its fragrant scent to the faithful.
Rejoice, aromatic incense and precious oil of myrrh.

While these words make clear that the Theotokos—the new Eve—is the vessel through which the grace of God in Christ is made
manifest, the Third Ode declares that this grace was given at a great price:

Rejoice, O heifer that gave birth to the unblemished calf for the faithful.
Rejoice, O ewe that conceived the Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world.
Rejoice, O warm mercy seat, our fervent intercessor.

Thus, despite the rhythmic melody, the lightened fast, and the brilliant cloths and vestments there remains a sadness. A sadness that
we are fallen people; a sadness that the stench of our sin must be covered by the sweet smelling lily; and, above all, a sadness that
the removal of our sin (and not merely its concealment) can only take place through the sacrifice Christ, the Lamb of God.

May we rejoice in His mercy as we prepare for that Feast when we sing repeatedly:

Today is the beginning of our salvation!
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GREAT LENT—FR. THOMAS HOPKO

The season of Great Lent is the time of preparation for the feast of the Resurrection of Christ. It is the living symbol of man’s
entire life which is to be fulfilled in his own resurrection from the dead with Christ. It is a time of renewed devotion: of prayer,
fasting, and almsgiving. It is a time of repentance, a real renewal of our minds, hearts and deeds in conformity with Christ and his
teachings. It is the time, most of all, of our return to the great commandments of loving God and our neighbors.

In the Orthodox Church, Great Lent is not a season of morbidity and gloominess. On the contrary, it is a time of joyfulness and
purification. We are called to “anoint our faces” and to “cleanse our bodies as we cleanse our souls.” The very first hymns of the
very first service of Great Lent set the proper tone of the season:

Let us begin the lenten time with delight . .. let us fast from passions as we fast from food, taking pleasure in the good words of the
Spirit, that we may be granted to see the holy passion of Christ our God and his holy Pascha, spiritually rejoicing.

Thy grace has arisen upon us, O Lord, the illumination of our souls has shown forth; behold, now is the acceptable time; behold,
now is the time of repentance (Vespers Hymns).

It is our repentance that God desires, not our remorse. We sorrow for our sins, but we do so in the joy of God’s mercy. We mortify
our flesh, but we do so in the joy of our resurrection into life everlasting. We make ready for the resurrection during Great Lent,
both Christ’s Resurrection and our own.

1. Prayer and Father’s Opening Remarks

-The meeting began at 6:35 with a prayer by Father Andrew. He shared that the Metropolis is asking for financial assistance since they
are hosting the National Clergy Laity in 2026, the minimum amount they are asking for is $2,500. It will be taking place in Ohio.
-The holidays are quickly approaching, looking forward to closing out this calendar year and starting the next year.

2. Approval of Minutes for November S, 2025
-A motion was made by Nick A. to approve the minutes. The motion was seconded by Pete H. and the minutes were approved.
3. President’s Report

-Lola discussed the senior luncheon that she attended today in Lancaster. About 20 people from York attended Vespers, followed by
lunch and they enjoyed the day.

-The St. Nicholas pancake breakfast went well, the food was donated by the Georgakopoulos families. The Toys for Tots toy drive was
also successful. Hoping for more children to attend these events in the future.

-The Annual Woman’s Dinner was a huge success as it had 110 attendees and raised $860 for charity.

-Tickets are still available for the movie on Sunday.

-Camp Hill is putting on a play on 12/20 and 12/21 and all are invited to attend.

-Sunday school will not be participating in our Christmas program this year.

4. Treasurer’s Report
- Kelly reviewed the account balances. We had more money come in for donations for icons and poinsettias this year than in thepast.

5. Grounds & Maintenance

-The window caulking was completed and we now need to reseal the icon that is peeling off the wall.

-Nick A. will be replacing the ceiling tile in the altar and side room.

-The library thermostat was replaced and is working now. The hallway heaters however are not working and Pete H. will be calling
Bortner to service them.

-A maintenance contract was signed with Bortner, Pete H. will ask them to check all thermostats when they come in.

-Front door to social hall has been very difficult to open and needs to be checked.

6. Food Festival Update

7. Stewardship Committee & Social Committee Update

-The Stewardship committee will be sending out a letter at the beginning of January. Father Andrew will provide the committee with
literature from the diocese. Our goal is to collect more in stewardship and rely less on food festivals. The committee may provide us
with their plan at the next parish council meeting. They will also pick a date for “Stewardship Sunday”.

10. New Business

-Will be meeting with Ann Marie about cleaning expectations
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-To obtain quotes from cleaning companies for kitchen area after food festivals

-Food Bank: requested use of our freezer to store some items on 12/15 through 12/29. All agreed to allow them to use the spaceduring
that time.

-A wish list has been started for items we would like to obtain sometime in the future and will be added to the meeting agenda These
items include: changing the flooring in the foyer and hallway, and possibly the library room, changing cabinet sinks in the social hall,
purchasing some furniture, a new stage curtain, a drop down projector, Greek and American flags to be placed outside, replacing some
icons that are tattered or too small and purchasing some that we do not have, purchasing bilingual Gospel book, new Epitaphio (inside
piece), getting a consult for a patio design for the front of the social hall so we can add benches in memory of a loved one and other
possible items.
