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FR. ANDREW’S MESSAGE

My beloved brethren in Christ,

Fall has come, and with it the usual transition from summer to winter is already quite present. Shorter days, cooler
temperatures, foliage changing colors, students and teachers back in their classrooms, all signify that the time of
summer’s recreation has come to an end. With that, our community is also transitioning out of our “summer mode,”
into the more steady and regular flow of activity that we experience for most of the year.

With that, I would like to look at our community’s ministries and activities, and help to get things off to a wonderful
start. We had 16 of our kids attend Camp Nazareth this summer, many of them for the first time. This is a truly
remarkable number for our community, and I hope to see that trend continue. Moving ahead, our youth ministries
need to continue on that momentum and make even more gains this year. We have added a few more teachers to our
Sunday Church School program, but need a few more so we can have a better distribution of age groups in each class.

So as not to focus just on our youth, we also had a few wonderful opportunities for community fellowship, such as our
yearly Panigyri, our private screening of the film, “The Man of God,” as well as our recent Comedy Night. We can
always find more opportunities to gather as a community to just enjoy each other’s company. I am also looking
forward to continuing our Thursday evening “Introducing the Orthodox Faith” gatherings into the fall and beyond. I
would like to see other opportunities for education/spiritual formation to take place for our adult population as well,
and am investigating various ways to make that a reality. I would like to get something going for our Senior Citizens
also. There are so many wonderful possibilities for us to grow together as a community, and the prospects are very
exciting.

However, in order for any of this to accomplish anything, we need to have a commitment from all members of this
parish to support, volunteer for, and participate in these programs. Without all of you, these will never be more than
just items on a wish list. All ministries of our community are in need of renewal, from our Youth Ministries, to our
Choir and Chanters, Philoptochos, Senior Citizens, Religious and Greek Education, Parish Council, Stewardship, etc.
In order for that to happen, however, we need everyone, beginning with myself, to make the commitment to give the
Lord, and this community, of our first-fruits, and not just our leftovers. We need to make our faith and our parish
family a priority, not something that we will get to eventually, if we have time. We need to give our best selves to God
and His church, and to be the type of community that radiates His Light, love and truth to all.

I am looking forward to taking this journey together, and to see where the Lord will lead us next.

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THE VOICE OF OUR FAITH

PLACING GOD FIRST—FR. PETER ORFANAKOS

“A time for you to bear testimony” - Luke 21:12-19

There is an exercise that is used many times to begin retreats or seminars during which the participants are asked to
form a list of the ten relationships that are most important to them. Each participant tends to react differently to this
request as they begin to formulate their list. Some worry that they will not be able to produce a list of ten, others insist
that it will be difficult for them to limit the list to just ten. So they begin their list: Parents, Friends, Brother, Sister,
Teacher, Co-worker.... Hopefully God has also made the list — although many times he is not in the top four.

In the tenth chapter of the Gospel According to Matthew, Jesus calls our attention to this list by presenting us with the
following statement, that “whoever confesses Me before men, him I will also confess before My Father who is in
heaven. But whoever denies Me before men, him I will also deny before My Father who is in heaven. He who loves
father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who loves son or daughter more than Me is not worthy of
Me. And he who does not take his cross and follow after Me is not worthy of Me.” (Matthew 10:32 — 33; 37-38)

Through these statements, Jesus is forcing us to take a more in-depth look at our list and to see how high we have
placed our relationship with God. We are called to first list these relationships by order of importance and then, Christ
reminds us that he who loves mother, father, wife, husband, son, and daughter more than Me is not worthy of Me. In
many ways he causes us to take pause and reflect on our answer.

Perhaps we require more time to reflect on the awesomeness of the question being asked.

There are some who will state that it is difficult to put God ahead of our spouse, or our parents, or even our children.
Why does God need to be first anyway? Why is He making us question our priorities? The answer to these questions
are simple and quite unique.

Christ reminds us that if we love Him first, if we place God first in order of priority — that our experience on this
world will be intensified. Christ reminds us that our love for God will be overshadowed by God’s Love for us and it is
through God’s over-whelming Love and Forgiveness that we have the ability to be His Children and follow His
Example.

Let us not forget that “God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him
should not perish but have everlasting life. For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but
that the world through Him might be saved.” (John 3: 16-17)

God gives us many examples, and has placed Himself as the supreme example. He sent Christ to live among us, to
teach us how we were supposed to follow His commandments; to teach us how to love each other and God. We are
called to remember that just in the same way as Christ was wedded to the church, just in the same way as Christ gave
up His life for the church, in that same sense we are called to offer our lives to God first. And when we offer our lives
to God in such a manner then all of our relationships, all of our experiences in this world, take on a different meaning
and take on much greater importance.

It is no coincidence that we read this Gospel lesson the Sunday following the great Feast of Pentecost, the Sunday in
which we celebrate All Saints Day. The reason that we read this gospel is because placing God as the priority in their
life is exactly what the saints did. That is why we honor them, that is why we look to them and to the Theotokos as
examples to us as humans, of how to place God first. When we do that all of our other relationships are filled with
heavenly blessings and they become more powerful, more intense, more rewarding and more fulfilling. Because they
are not being energized by human emotions and human frailties, they are being energized with heavenly strength,
they are being charged with divine intervention and they are being infused with God’s power.

We are called to look at our list and re-prioritize. We are called to try to comprehend what it means to put God first
and to live as if God is in fact the priority in our life. When we do this we will be able to do exactly what the saints
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were able to do, for as Saint Paul reminds us, through faith the saints conquered kingdoms, enforced justice, received
promises, stopped the mouths of lions, quenched raging fire, escaped the edge of the sword, won strength out of
weakness. (Hebrews 11: 33 -34)

... let us refocus ourselves, and reprioritize our lives, placing God first and further enhancing the life that we live in
this world. This is my prayer, that we each take the time to stop, reflect, reprioritize and grow; and if I may borrow
the beautiful words of Saint Paul, “bring strength out of weakness.”

GUARDING THE GUARDIAN—REV. DEACON TOM SHELLEY

In mid-September I was privileged to receive permission to attend a pan-Orthodox Deacon’s retreat being held locally.
It was an opportunity to meet for the first time brother Deacons from as far away as greater Pittsburgh and Lynchburg
(VA). Moreover, it presented an opportunity to assist in serving a Hierarchical Divine Liturgy for the first time as a
Deacon.

The days were somewhat overshadowed by solemn events taking place across the Atlantic in England with the burial
of Queen Elizabeth II, their longest reigning monarch in history. Her seventy-year reign meant that it had been a very
long time since her subjects—and the world —had experienced the solemn ceremony of a British state funeral.

Charles Austin, a colleague from my Lutheran days, who, in addition to serving pastoral ministry had sometimes
been a correspondent to the New York Times offered some profound words of reflection:

“The ceremonials underline history and the meaning of history. They adorn each aspect of the event, whether moving
the casket, placing flags, moving the Royal Family or having the various uniformed troops represent their particular
mission in ways that have meaning, even if casual observers are not sure of the details or the often-complicated
history and/or symbolism. The ceremonials and rituals are there not because they are the meaning, but because
without them, the meaning and the significance of the event and actions would be minimized or even obscured. And
they do not let the observer forget that this is important, this is sacred...

Our liturgies are similar events. In them, we present and celebrate and symbolize the very heart of our faith, our
personal responses — grief, joy, memories — to that faith and we intend to make the sacramental reality of faith evident
and present to those taking part. The ceremonies are not the mere functions of lighting or extinguishing candles,
setting the altar table, moving people through the service. They, and the liturgy as a whole say, ‘“This is important,
more than important, this is sacred. This deserves our respect. With this we bring honor to God, to the earthly realities
of our faith and to believers present here.”

His words were an appropriate backdrop to serving the Hierarchical Divine Liturgy with six brother Deacons, three
Priests, and, of course, His Grace Bishop Thomas. The vested Bishop is almost always accompanied by a two
branched candlestick (representing the Two Natures of Christ) and a three branched candlestick (representing the All-
holy Trinity) except for one crucial time.

During the Great Entrance these candles precede the Gifts while the Bishop remains at the Royal Doors. Having
suddenly been handed one of these candle sets we made our way gingerly along a narrow side aisle (side by side)
then single file along an even narrower rear aisle before quickly returning into formation. My more experienced
brother/partner whispered that we would need to execute a crossing maneuver upon approaching the Royal Doors so
that our candles would be properly aligned with the Bishop's hands. Honor guard training from more than a decade
ago kicked in and we switched seamlessly. We stood a right angles to the Bishop while the Gifts were presented to
His Grace and he prayed for the faithful and their families.

Why such attention? Why such standing (nearly) at attention?

We flanked the Bishop with the candles symbolizing the central tenets of Orthodox Christianity, in no small part to
remind him that he has been entrusted as the guardian of the faith.
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We were, in a sense "guarding the guardian” of the faith for which so many Martyrs gave their last full measure of
devotion so that countless generations--including those Commemorated both living and dead--might continue to
confess:

Father, Son, and Holy Spirit: Trinity, One in essence and undivided.

Glory forever!

COMMITMENT TO CHRIST—SAM WILLIAMS

Everyone is committed to something. Committed to a job, to friends, or to a spouse. We commit to finishing that book
we bought last month but still haven’t gotten through. We (hope) to commit to that new diet or that New Year’s
resolution. Seniors in high school respond to college acceptances and commit to their favorite school.

Some of my friends this year have committed to marrying their special someone by getting engaged. Others have
committed to their spouse through the sacrament of marriage. Still others have gotten ordained, having committed
their lives to the service of the Church.

For all of us, whether it is to something short term or long term, our commitment means seeing through what we
started. With relationships, it implies a certain surrender of oneself to the other, a giving of myself to you.

So with all of these important commitments happening all around me, I can’t help but reflect on who and what I am
committed to. I commit to the things I find the most important. I commit to my priorities: family, friends, work,
school.

What about my relationship with God? What about my commitment to growing in my faith?

Our priority list can fill our minds with worry and we can forget to put Christ first. In our rush through life’s
commitments, we forget to actually be committed to Him. So it’s no surprise to me that in the Divine Liturgy, we're
reminded to commit ourselves to Christ over and over again. Six times, in case we missed it the first five times!

“Let us commit ourselves and one another and our whole life to Christ our God.”
So let’s take a look at this petition and see the three things it’s calling us to do today.
1. COMMIT OURSELVES

The first thing this petition calls us to do is to commit ourselves to Christ. Though we may be tempted to worry about
the faith of others, we have to make sure we are committed to Christ before we worry if others are. It’s like when
flight attendants say “put on your own oxygen mask before assisting others.” Our life in Christ begins with our
decision to unite ourselves with Christ first.

It’s helpful not to over-complicate this: committing ourselves to something is about making a decision, taking a clear
and simple action.

If I'm committed to a friendship, I will take the action of calling them, keeping in touch, spending time together. If I'm
committed to finishing a book, I'll have to actually pick it up and make time to read it. In order to commit myself to
Christ, I have to put on my oxygen mask through prayer and through participating in the sacraments.

If I am committed to Christ, I have to set aside time to be with Him, to focus on that relationship.

We decide to commit (or not commit) to Christ each and every moment of each and every day. And we can start
today, by making the decision to commit ourselves to Him, to follow Christ through our actions and our thoughts. In
this way, our commitment to Christ isn’t hypothetical; it's a conscious decision each moment and is shown in
conscious, concrete actions throughout the day.

2. COMMIT ONE ANOTHER

How do we commit one another to Christ? We commit our loved ones — and our enemies — to Christ by praying for
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them. We commit the poor and needy to Christ by serving them.
Simply put, we commit others to Christ by loving them with humility and trust.

Throughout the Liturgy, there are petitions where we pray for all sorts of people: the sick, the travelling, our
government, our Church leaders. But then we’re told to commit one other to God. So besides simply praying for all of
these people, we are called to give them up to the care of God. To trust that God will provide all that they need, and
how they need it, when it’s His will.

By committing one another to Christ, we give up our right to worry and stress about what is going on around us. We
instead turn to Christ, trust in Him, and ask for His will to be done in others’ lives. When we are given the
opportunity to do something palpable in the life of a person in need, we ask for God to strengthen us to do His will in
that moment.

If I am set on solving someone else’s problems on my own, then I'm not committing that person to Christ. I'm
committing them to myself, to my plans, to my will. If I'm telling God what to do in my prayers instead of letting my
requests be known to Him and praying only for His will, then I'm not committing others to God.

I have to let go of control — even and especially in prayer — if I want to commit others to the care of God.
3. COMMIT OUR WHOLE LIFE

God doesn’t just want part of me, He wants all of me. He wants me to be as committed to Him as I am to finishing
that plate of food on Pascha, or that argument I just have to win. If you're an athlete, God wants you to be as
committed to Him as you are to winning that tournament or that scholarship to play in college.

We're either all in or we’re not in at all.

I'm always challenged when I hear the words of Christ from the Book of Revelation: “Because you are lukewarm, and
neither hot nor cold, I will spit you out of my mouth” (Revelation 3:16). Who wants anything that’s lukewarm? We
want to be on fire for Christ, not smoldering embers left over from our GOYA days.

So, more than committing ourselves to God (which requires a decision and action), committing our whole life to God
requires us to completely rely on Him. I commit my life to Christ when I offer Him all that I do today. I have to pray
for God’s will in all aspects of my life (work, school, relationships) and honestly desire to carry out His will when it
becomes clear to me.

Committing my whole life to Christ means giving up my right to pilot my life and asking Christ to take over —
because I can’t do it on my own. Once I commit my whole life to Christ, we're in this together for the long run. Like a
marriage, commitment to Christ means giving my life to Him and trusting in Him.

The Church calls us to commit ourselves, one another and our whole life to Christ. Any commitment can feel
overwhelming if we focus on the end goal. A lifetime commitment could sound intimidating if we forget to live one
day at a time. In the same way, our Christian life can feel impossible if we don’t live it out purposefully one day at a
time.

Instead of focusing on our plans and our desires for the future, we can choose to seek out God’s will and commit our
life to Christ. Instead of worrying about our loved ones, or worrying about world events, we can commit one another
to Christ. And instead of second or third place on our list of priorities, we can put Christ first and commit ourselves to
Christ our God.

What are you committed to?
Have you committed yourself to Christ today?
